PEDESTALS
(Removal & Fitting of Stationery Drawers)

DRAWER REMOVAL: Make sure the drawer is unloaded:
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Unload the drawer and extend fully. Hold the
drawer underneath the front and raise, as you pull
the drawer away from the cabinet.

Pedestal stationery drawer fitted with a Fulterer
suspension slide.

The motion requires the slide wheel attached to the
drawer, to rise over the slide wheel attached to the
cabinet.

DRAWER FITTING: Make sure the drawer is empty:

Pull the drawer away from the cabinet.
(Take care to support the weight of the drawer)

When fitting the drawer make sure the right hand Push the drawer home, and test the drawer is
rear side of the drawer locates underneath the functioning correctly.
